11. Proper management of the departmental library 

12. Academic issues regarding department 
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13. Departmental publication (if any) 

■ Students should be informed in advance regarding the non-holding of class(es) (if 

any) due to the leave of absence of the teacher. Head of the Department will have 

to take initiatives for informing the students regarding the same through the notice 

displayed in the departmental Notice Board. 

■ Class(es) may be allotted a provisional basis among the available teacher(s) 

ensuring that no class should be non-holding. 

■ Assisting in planning & implementation of academic programmes, like, arranging 

remedial classes, tutorials; organizing training programs, seminars / workshops / 

lecture etc, both at the Departmental level and Institutional level for enhancing 

academic competence of the students as well as of faculty members and non-

teaching staff.

9. Respect basic human dignity of the students in all aspects. 

10. Make planned and systematic efforts to facilitate the student to actualize his/her 

potential and talent. 

11. Transact the curriculum in conformity with the values enshrined in the Constitution of 

India. 

12. Adapt his/her teaching capability to the individual needs of students. 

13. Maintain the confidentiality of the information concerning students and dispenses such 

information only to those who are legitimately entitled to it. 

14. Refrain from subjecting any student to fear, trauma, anxiety, physical punishment, 

sexual abuse, and mental and emotional harassment.

11. Not drink alcohol or be under the influence of alcohol or drugs. 

12. Not display preferential treatment towards individuals. 

13. Never carry any item which is or could be considered threatening 

14. Report all incidents to the management. 

15. Cooperate fully with members of the Police, Local Authority, SIA, and other statutory 

agencies with an interest in the Site/Company or the way they are run. 

Organization values and standards – A Security Guard 
should 

16. Make himself familiar with the employing Institution /Company standards. 

17. Be perceptive of the employing Site/Company culture and values. 

18. Contribute to the goals and objectives of the employing Organization / Company. 

Local ‘House’ rules: A Security Guard should 

19. Make yourself familiar with the Site he is working at i.e., Building Layout, Emergency 

Exits, Gates, CCTV, Muster Points, Fire Alarm Positions and Fire Fighting Equipment. 

20. Report any hazards or incidents that have occurred throughout the course of the night 

and the outcome of them in the incident book at end of every night. 

21. Look after and support the welfare and needs of your colleagues whilst on duty. 

22. Not use mobile phones during the duty hours except the emergency services. 

 Code of Conduct for Students 
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■ Continuous and consecutive absence for 15 days should be liable for cancellation of 

candidature of students as per provision. 

■ Students must carry their multipurpose card e. Library cum Identity Cards each and 

every day when on campus and produce it on demand by the security guards or any 

authority of the Institute. 

■ Mobile phones must be kept in silent mode inside the lecture hall, seminar hall, library, 

computer lab, examination hall, syndicate and common room, etc. If this stricture is not 

followed by the students, then the college authority may confiscate the phone. 

■ Students must enter into the class before the scheduled time. No students will be 

allowed to enter the class after 5 minutes of scheduled time of initiation of class.

 The College Library has developed computer-based information storage and retrieval 

system in the multi-user environment using KOHA software; an Open-Source Library 

Management Software package. The identity of all books and the library users are fully bar-

coded and all Library house-keeping operations like, acquisition, cataloging and circulation 

services have been automated with the help of KOHA software package. 

 The book database is accessible through OPAC (Online Public Access Catalogue). Now 

it is a partially automated modern library is on its way to becoming an outstanding learning 

resource centre catering to the ever growing and uncompromising information and intellectual 

requirements of the students, faculty members of the Institute. To ensure proper surveillance, 

electronic surveillance system has been adopted in some important service areas within the 

library. 

 The Library has recently installed 802.11n based Wi-Fi service for all Student, Staff, 

Faculty and Non-teaching staff Members with free of cost. The library also has a well-equipped 

Xerox centre and the users can avail this facility on payment of a nominal charge.

Virtual classroom (VCR), is a class that has the students and teachers linked together on 

a network using the Internet or intranet etc, while physically being miles apart, interacting and 

studying in real time. This classroom is alienable with high-speed internet and Statics IP 

Camera that can be used for the video conferencing with other such systems specially with the 

remote one. In this class room live video streaming may be possible that can be watched and 

interacted on demand. 

How does a virtual classroom work? 

Using Web-based interactive programs both the trainers and the learners interact in a 

“real” time environment. At the appointed time both the students and trainers come online to 

attend the class. Just like a regular, conventional class. Once a session starts, everyone is a part 

of the live session that is seen by all the students, however away they are from each other. 

Virtual classroom works using audio and video conferencing tools that are easily configurable 

and can also be used to show pre-recorded video tapes and CDs as well. Virtual classrooms 

have redefined e-Learning in today’s world. 

Students can interact with the trainers and they can solve their queries instantly online. 

Not only this, students can also interact with each other with the help of a chat tool feature. 

This is just like ordinary chatting tools used by Web users all around the world. More and more 

advanced e-Learning solutions are being designed every day, at the heart of which are the 

virtual class rooms, which are being touted as a better option to regular class rooms.

ICT Enabled Classroom 

With modern facilities like ICT in combination with audio-visual facilities the faculty 

has started exploring the use of technology in teaching, which has resulted in implementing the 

blended learning process for students in the classrooms. Computer assisted learning and digital 

materials are made available to the students to supplement 

classroom teaching. We designed our website in such a manner that handouts, class 

notes, used ppts along with some audio-visual lectures made available in the repository of the 

archive the interested students can use apart from the classroom teaching in extreme condition. 

Seven classrooms recently modified into ICT based on the Interactive Board. Most of these are 

PG (Six) and one in the Botany class Room. Another fifteen LCD Projectors were installed in 

the different UG classrooms in the campus. Beside this there is a virtual classroom which is 

also well equipped with ICT and Interactive Projector. We are trying to connect all the ICT 

based classrooms into a single live and dynamic domain for easy access of all information.

The study centre plays a vast and noble role 

to spread the distance and open education in the remote society of our rural area. Much number 

of master degree and second-degree programme are available in the study centre.

Mentor-mentee System 

Mentor-mentee program has been started in the Mahavidyalaya wherein the teaching 

faculties of this Mahavidyalaya are doing the job as the mentors and the students are considered 

as the mentee.  

Objectives: 

 i. To help the students for understanding the challenges and opportunities present in the 

college and develop a smooth transition to campus life.  

ii. To counsel academically weak students and to play an important role in helping troubled 

students to cope with academic, extra-academic and personal problems.  

iii. To proactively try to identify problems of the general student populace and to bring them 

to the notice of the concerned authorities. The practice of Mentor-Mentee program 

endeavors to pursue these objectives by guiding the students by the teaching faculty who 

can act as a friend, philosopher and guide to them. Mentors of each department, selected 

by the teachers of the concerned department, play this role and are given the authority to 

pursue the mission of this programme. Each of them is assigned a group of students 

however, their role is limited to counselling and motivating them to better direction. As 
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the Mahavidyalaya suffers from huge shortage of teaching faculty, the programme is in 

fledgling stage. Only programs like counselling, group discussions etc. are taken up. 

 

Internal Evaluation (CIE) system 

The Mahavidyalaya has very little scope to bring reforms in the CIE. However, the 

institution does undertake internal assessment (class test of 10 marks) of 2 tests for the honours 

courses and 1 test for General Degree courses for each semester. Internal assessments are 

arranged on surprise test basis. Questions are set based on the topics covered in the previous 

classes. After the class tests are over the questions are uploaded in the Mahavidyalaya’s 

website. Students who fail to appear on the days of class tests are offered a second chance, 

provided a valid ground of absence is produced before the head of the department through 

written application. Results of the internal assessment are published in the departmental notice 

board. Students are given an opportunity to interact with the teacher in their next class to 

understand/correct the weak points both in terms of data and style of writing, of their answer 

scripts. After the completion of all the tests an average mark obtained are calculated by the 

respective departments and sent to the Vidyasagar University (V.U.). Other than this 

mechanism of CIE the institution also keeps a record of the advanced and slow learners based 

on the responses in the classes and the marks scored in the class tests. A special attention is 

given to these groups of students through special classes and remedial classes. Both types of 

classes are taken in the ‘tutorial’ slot of the routine.

There are some restrictions on installation, with cameras not being installed in an area where 

there is a “reasonable expectation of privacy”.  in our institution it was installed over the years. 

However, recently we are increasing its view points of surveillance through most recent 

technology of communication media  i.e.Fiber Optics.  More than hundreds of CCTV cameras 

were installed throughout the lawn and main transit areas of the premises. All the camera 

monitors and transfer high rate of data to the NVRs& DVRs all the time (24×7) without any 

intervention.

This college was established in 1970.  The History department was stated in the same year. 

From the very beginning, students are so much interested in this subject that almost half of the 

pass course students have been taking this subject. When honours course was introduced, many 

students could not take this subject as the interested number of students was greater in number 

than the quota of seats allotted by the affiliating university. We offered H. S. Course along with 

Pass and Honours Courses. When government withdrew H. S. Course from the college 

education system, we continued to teach Pass and Honours Courses. The number of seats for 

Honours is doubled now. From the very beginning we have only two full-time teacher and two 

part-time teachers. One post is sanctioned for S. T. candidate. But, we could not get any full-

time teacher as S. T. candidates are very rare. We are burdened with the syllabus due to lack 

of sufficient teachers in this department.

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About the Department 

Sabang Sajanikanta Mahavidyalaya started its functioning in the year 1970. The 

Department of Mathematics is one of the oldest departments of this college which started its 

journey from the beginning, but at that time only Higher Secondary (10+2) syllabus was taught. 

The department introduced at first the general course in Mathematics from the session 1981-

1982 for the students and after a long journey the department introduced the Honours course 

from the session 2003-2004. Now the number of seats for the honours course has been 

increased to forty. The department carries out different types of academic activities. At present, 

the department has four faculty members (two full time teachers and two guest teachers). The 

academic condition in terms of quality of faculty and learning transfer process is healthy and 

adequate. All the teachers of the department are sincerely engaged in scholarly pursuits. The 

department arranges extra classes for the benefit of the slow learner. The department conducts 

Internal Assessments (two assessments per semester for Honours students and one assessments 

per semester for General students) to prepare the students for university examinations. There 

is a healthy relationship between the teachers and the students. The success rate of the students 

in the University exam is high. In the final University exam 100% students passed in the 

academic session 2018-2019.

CBCS: THREE YEAR DEGREE COURSE UNDER SEMESTER SYSTEM ( CHOICE 

BASED CRED SYSTEM ) 2017,VIDYASAGAR UNIVERSITY. 

Duration of the course: 

The duration of the programme is six(06) consecutive semesters of six months i.e (03) three 

years and will start ordinarily in the month of July of each year. 

A candidate shall have to clear all the semesters within consecutive five years from the 

academic year of his/her first admission to any college affiliated to Vidyasagar University 

failing which enrolment of the candidate shall stand cancelled. 
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Courses of studies: 

There shall be three courses of studies leading to B.A Degree and each course shall be of six 

semester duration. First shall be termed as B.A Honours Degree course and second is B.A 

general degree course. Six semesters will be in three years. Odd semester (i.e. 1st, 3rd and 

5th semester) is from July to December and even semester (i.e. 2nd,4th and 6th semester) is from 

January to June. 

A STUDENT ATTENDING AT LEAST 75% OF THE TOTAL NUMBER OF CLASSES 

HELD SHALL BE ALLOWED TO SIT FOR THE CONCERNED SEMESTER 

EXAMINATION SUBJECT TO THE FULFILLMENT OF OTHER CONDITIONS AS LAID 

DOWN IN THE REGULATIONS. SUCH ATTENDANCE WILL BE CALCULATED 

FROM THE DATE OF FIRST APPEARANCE OF THE CLASSES OF THE STUDENT. 

Courses under choice based credit system (CBCS):Under the design of “Choice 

Based Credit System (CBCS)”, the curriculum has been melded into three tier structure with 

following types of courses to be offered: 

1. Core course (CC): A course, which should compulsorily be studied by a candidate as 

core requirement, is termed as Core Course. For Honours courses there will be 14 core 

courses and for General Courses, there will be 12 core courses in 3years having six 

semesters. 

2. Elective Course: Generally, a course which can be chosen from a pool of courses and 

which may be very specific or specialized or advance or supportive to the discipline / 

subject of study or which provides an extended scope or which provides an extended 

scope or which enables an exposure to some other discipline / subject / domain or nurtures 

the candidates proficiency / skill is called Elective Course. 

3.   Discipline Specific Elective (DSE) course: Elective Courses which may be offered by 

the main discipline / subjects of study is referred to as Discipline Specific Elective (DSE). 

For Honours and General Courses 4 DSE courses are to taken out of a pool given for the 

different semester courses. Further it may include an elective course designed to acquire 

special / advanced knowledge, such as supplement study/ support study to a project work 

and a candidate can study such a course called dissertation/project on his or her own 

choice with an advisory support by a teacher/faculty member. 
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4. Generic Elective (GE)course: An elective course which is chosen generally form a non-

related discipline/subjects, with an intention to seek exposure is called a Generic Elective. 

A core course offered in a discipline/subject may be treated as an elective by other 

discipline/subject and vice-verse and as such electives may also be referred to as Generic 

Elective. For honours course 4(four) Generic Elective Courses are to be taken from the 

list of Generic Elective Papers and for General Courses (only for 

B.A/B.COM),2(two)Generic Electives are to be taken from the list of Generic Elective 

Papers. 

5. Ability Enhancement Course (AEC): The Ability Enhancement Course(AEC) may be 

of two kinds: Ability Enhancement Compulsory Course(AECC)and Skill Enhancement 

Course(SEC). 

6. Ability Enhancement Compulsory Course (AECC): AECC elective courses are the 

courses which are based upon the contents lead to knowledge enhancement. 

I).(English/MIL, ii)Environmental Studies. These are mandatory for both Honours and 

General Courses. 

7. Skill Enhancement Course (SEC): These courses may be chosen from a pool of courses 

designed to provide value based and /or skill-based knowledge and should contain both 

theory and lab/hands on training/field work. The main purpose of these courses is to 

provide students life skills in hands on mode so as to increase their employability. 

Minimum 2 for Honours and 4 for General courses are to be taken.
